Classic cameras - No.1 Folding Pocket Kodak (Model C)

The camera was made between 1906 and 1907 by the Eastman Kodak Co. in the USA and gave 2¼ x 3¼ inch images on 105 roll film. Construction of this camera followed from its predecessors in that aluminium was used for the cameras back, but wood was used for most internal camera parts and lens board. Amazing was that wood was also used for the external double viewfinder! The camera was covered is sealskin and beautiful red bellows were fitted.

The camera was Kodak’s first self-positioning bellows and lens board in that they were automatically pulled into place on opening the camera. The lens was an Achromatic f11 situated behind the shutter and had three apertures (1, 2 and 3) selected by a lever. The Kodak shutter provided I (instantaneous), B (Bulb) and T (time) settings.

Ingenious metal struts and joints provided retractable legs on which the camera could rest for longer exposures.
